They will put your name on a list of persons needing assistance during Hurricane Rita.

We will create a list of residents who may need help or checking in on during and after Hurricane Rita and a list of those willing to help or check in on those in need.  If you are planning on staying in your home during Hurricane Rita and would like to be on either of these lists, please contact Jay Lewis by Wednesday evening (September 21) at 713-431-7413 during office hours and 713-349-8074 in the evening before 10 pm.  We will try to connect you to each other by Thursday (Sept 22) at the latest.  Information will also be available on the WCA website.
With Hurricane Rita wind gusts projected at 130 mph or greater, we can help prepare our homes for the impending hurricane and attempt to minimize property damage by clearing objects such as outdoor furniture, barbeque grills, fallen or broken tree limbs, potted plants, etc.  

Lastly, if you are planning to shelter in place during Hurricane Rita, please remember to have enough food and water for each person in your home and a battery powered radio to aid in keeping up to date with current conditions.
